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Your Rehearsal… Your Photography… Prior to Your Ceremony 
 
Your Rehearsal 
 
Your wedding rehearsal is an important part of a successful ceremony.  In order to help you get the most 
out of your rehearsal, we have developed the following policies: 
 
1. Rehearsals are normally scheduled the night before your wedding ceremony as close as 5:00pm as 

possible. 
2. Your rehearsal will begin promptly at the hour you choose; you will have only one hour so please 

schedule your rehearsal so everyone in the wedding party can be on time. 
3. Your entire wedding party must be present. 
4. Calvary Chapel's wedding co-ordinator or facilities manager will conduct your rehearsal. 
5. Parents of the bride and groom should attend. 
6. Your wedding party should sit in the first row of the Sanctuary when they arrive for the rehearsal. It is 

preferable to have only those people at your rehearsal who are directly involved in the ceremony.  If 
other family or friends must attend, please have them sit in the back of the Sanctuary to distinguish 
them from your wedding party. 

7. We love children but they must be attended by someone who is not involved in the rehearsal. 
8. Because of time constraints, there is no time for your soloist or musicians to practice their music. They 

will be able to have a brief sound check after your wedding party is through rehearsing as long as it is 
within the one hour time period allotted.  

9. Bring the following items if you are using them at your wedding: guest book, pen, programs, and 
maps. 

 
Your Photography 
 
Photographs are too important to leave to chance!  We have established the following procedures to keep 
your photographer on-track: 
 
1. Your photographer will have as much time as they would like prior to the ceremony but must be 

completed one hour before it is scheduled to start.  Your wedding party should arrive fully dressed and 
ready for pictures three hours prior to the ceremony; or four hours prior if they intend to dress at the 
Church. 

2. Your photographer will have forty-five minutes after the ceremony to take pictures.  (Keep in mind 
that if your wedding is scheduled for 2:00pm you will still need to be out of the Sanctuary by 3:00pm). 

 
Prior to Your Ceremony 
 
A few final things to bear in mind that will keep your ceremony on schedule: 
 
1. The bride and her parents should be in the Bride's Room.  Anyone needing to visit the bride should use 

the outside entry door rather than walk through the foyer and Sanctuary. 
2. Everyone else in the wedding party (including parents and grandparents being seated) should gather in 

the Fellowship Hall at least twenty minutes prior to the ceremony. 
3. Your wedding party should gather their clothing and personal items and put them in their vehicles prior 

to the ceremony, not after. Please make sure any curling irons or other devices are turned "off" and 
properly put away. 
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
